Key criteria for selecting members

When making your nominations, please be sure to inform your candidate(s) of the
responsibilities of Statutory Advisory Bodies’ membership. The main criteria for
selection are relevant expertise, experience and interest in relation to each Advisory
Body.

The capacity to dedicate significant time to the task is an essential criterion. This
includes attendance at Committee meetings once per year in-person, and the ability to
engage actively outside of formal meetings in pursuing Committee responsibilities. The
Committees will conduct their ongoing work mostly through virtual meetings. They will
be supported by Secretariat staff. The term of service is three years, starting on 1 July
2019.
