Current project • This research project will examine whether a

clinician-rated suitability interview will help predict the

treatment outcomes of trauma-focused Cognitive Behavioural

Therapy for PTSD. The capacity to identify for whom a

particular treatment is indicated may ultimately reduce

waitlists by improving initial treatment selection for individual

patients and enhancing treatment outcomes.
