GPA GONFERENGE: FEATURED SPEAKER

WORKING WITH ADULTS WITH A GOMPLEX TRAUMA HISTORY:
AN INTRODUCTION TO THE APA PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE GUIDELINES

Dr. Paul Frewen | Featured Address | Friday, June 5 | 5:00 PM

This presentation will overview the rationale and application of 7 professional practice
guidelines for working with adults with complex trauma history (CTH) that
conveniently form the acronym HISTORY. First, psychologists are guided by
Humanistic principles and values in their way of relating to persons with CTH. Second,
psychologists seek Integrative solutions to the complex psychological and
psychosocial problems often experienced by persons with CTH. Third, psychologists
aim to Sequence therapy and support for persons with CTH based on individual
readiness and client preference. Fourth, psychologists endeavour to understand the
psychological effects that CTH may have across the timeline of an individual's lifespan.
Fifth, psychologists strive for positive Outcomes for all psychological problems
presented by persons with CTH. Sixth, psychologists appreciate the therapeutic
Relationship as the foundation for working with persons with CTH. And finally,
seventh, psychologists aspire to help persons with CTH answer the question why the
trauma occurred.

FROM TRAUMATO (DIS)CONNECTION:
A LIFESPAN PERSPECTIVE ON SEXUAL AND GOUPLE FUNCTIONING

Dr. Noémie Bigras | Featured Address | Friday,June 5 | 6:00 PM

Childhood interpersonal traumas, including sexual, physical, and psychological abuse,
as well as physical and psychological neglect, have enduring consequences on mental
and physical health well into adulthood. In this talk, Dr. Bigras will focus on the links
between childhood interpersonal trauma and adult relational and sexual functioning,
using a lifespan perspective. First, she will present her work examining how childhood
trauma relates to adult sexual satisfaction through intraindividual mechanisms such
as emotion dysregulation, shedding light on an often-overlooked domain of
functioning among adult survivors. She will then discuss findings from dyadic, cross-
sectional, and longitudinal studies that highlight the complex interplay between
partners’ trauma histories and their sexual and couple functioning in both clinical and
community samples. Lastly, Dr. Bigras will offer a glimpse into her most recent work
with older adults and couples, underscoring the lasting burden that trauma imposes
on survivors and their partners, even decades after the events occurred. Together, this
program of research offers important clinical implications, identifying potential
therapeutic targets to help couples of all ages navigate how trauma intertwines with
intimacy, connection, and sexual well-being across the lifespan.
